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SUICIDE PREVENTION DAY
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September 10, 2024 is World Suicide Prevention Day!
Yellow ribbons may be found at the back of both churches
to wear and show your solidarity on that day.

Knowing how to care for yourself and help someone else
through a suicidal crisis is an important part of preventing suicide.
The four steps below are meant to be used as guidance.

Each situation is unique and may require a different protocol.
When in doubt, contact a crisis hotline for assistance and
additional help.

1. ASK IF THE PERSON IS THINKING ABOUT
SUICIDE. Be direct and use specific words like “suicide
or “harming yourself”’.

”

a. “You haven’t seemed like yourself lately.
Is something going on?”

b. “l know you, and something is going on.
Let’s talk about it.”

2. LISTEN WITHOUT JUDGEMENT. Let the person
talk without interruption and make them feel heard.
Avoid minimizing their situation, sharing your own
opinion, arguing, challenging, or preaching to them,
convincing them that it isn’t that bad.

3. RESPOND WITH KINDNESS AND CARE.
ALWAYS TAKE THE PERSON SERIOUSLY!

a. Stay with the person and remain calm.

b. Remove any sharp objects or lethal means.

¢. Acknowledge that they are in pain and that their
pain is real. Say things like “l may not
understand exactly how you feel, but | care
about you and want to help.”

d. Go with the person to the ER or Mental Health
Clinic or call 988 (the Suicide and Crisis Life-
line) or 911.

4. FOLLOW UP WITH THE PERSON WITH
SUPPORT: People often experience increased
loneliness or despair after a crisis. They may not have
been given appropriate referrals for continuation of care,
or they may not want to continue care.

a. Try to follow up within the first day or two after
the crisis. Call them on the phone.

b. If you can, meet them at their home or a place
that is comfortable for them.
